EARD-InfoSys+ relaunches website

database open for new entries now

EARD-InfoSys+ the web-based information system on European Agricultural Research for Development (ARD) relaunched the website and now offers new services and tools for the European ARD community. 

The restructured database permits an advanced search for organisations, projects, experts and funding opportunities. To increase ARD visibility the database also maps the relationship between organisations, their projects and activities and the involved experts. Important news and events in the field of ARD are displayed in the “news & events” section.

Users will find information on conferences and workshops and also displays the relation between them. The structure of the European ARD landscape can thus be described more efficiently. The new database is open for entries now. Organisations, researchers and other stakeholders in European ARD can present their expertise and can feed their project data into the database. Users can also subscribe for the EARD-InfoSys+ email Alert service. When news or events are fed into the database they immediately receive an email with a link to the news. The Alert service also offers a registration for special research or geographical areas. 

EARD-InfoSys+ was launched in 1995 by the European Initiative for Agricultural Research for Development (EIARD). EIARD's purpose is to enhance the appropriateness and effectiveness of European investments in agricultural research for development (ARD) at national, regional and international levels both in Europe and developing countries. EIARD is implemented by a European Co-ordination Group (ECG) consisting of representatives of the European Commission, the fifteen Member States of the European Union, plus Norway and Switzerland.
EARD-InfoSys+ is carried by a network of European Partners. All EU-countries as well as Switzerland and Norway have appointed National Nodes who are collecting relevant information for EARD-Infosys+ and building up partnerships with their national ARD institutions. The technical backup and the management of EARD-InfoSys+ is provided by a co-ordination unit based at the German Centre for Documentation and Information in Agriculture (ZADI) in Bonn.
